 I am a Masters student in the Anthropology 

department studying Catholic experience in Indone-

sia ð the worldõs largest Muslim nation. Thanks to 

GSO support, I was able to conduct preliminary eth-

nographic fieldwork in Flores Timur ð a predominantly 

Catholic collection of islands in eastern Indonesia. I 

lived with an indigenous order of Catholic nuns on the 

outskirts of the pilgrimage city of Larantuka. The nuns 

walked me through Catholic experience in Flores Ti-

mur, incorporating me into their daily lives, introduc-

ing me to local people, pointing out patterns of inter-

religious interaction, escorting me to important sites 

of worship, and engaging in lively debates about the 

intersection of religion and government in  

 

Flores Timur. With their help, I noticed the myriad 

ways in which Catholics interweave their religious 

and national experiences to form a holistic sense of 

themselves. In their loyalties to ð and problems with 

ð the global Church and the Indonesian nation, peo-

ple in Flores Timur provide a fascinating case study 

of the political implications of personal faith.  

 In the course of a month filled with 4am pray-

er, daily Mass, trips to the market, dining table con-

versations, scavenging for cashews, caring for disa-

bled children, birthing piglets, serving guests, and 

getting to know people, I not only gathered abun-

dant material for my MA papers, but I also estab-

lished a field site and forged relationships that will 

facilitate future research. Most inspiring, perhaps, 

was the enthusiasm with which people in Flores Ti-

mur greeted my project. Since none of this would 

have been possible without GSO support, I would 

like to express sincere gratitude on behalf of myself 

and my closest collaborators. Thanks to all.  
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
